Re: Missing Child and Child Trafficking
Child trafficking is a problem into, within and out of the UK.  In the UK children are being trafficked to work as slaves, in the sex industry, as somebody’s servant, to work on a farm or factory, as a beggar or for benefit fraud.

50% of those who are trafficked are under the age of 18.
In a small study of one part of the UK, ECPAT UK found 80 cases of suspected child trafficking.  60% of these children have gone missing from social services and have never been found.
Another study by CEOP in a different part of the UK, found 330 cases of child trafficking.  56% of these children are girls, 42% are boys and 2% are unknown. 55% of these children are missing from social services.
These studies only show the tip of an enormous iceberg.

I want to ask you, what are you doing for these children who are being trafficked at this moment, and forced to be slaves in our country?

We believe that you as our Local Councillor/ MP/ Home Secretary (*delete as appropriate) play a really important role in stopping children being trafficked in the UK and we want to support you.  Is there anything I can do to help tackle this problem?
